The fees and charges for training offered by Seafood Training Tasmania are found in the Training Course Booklet.   
Full refunds are available for course enrolments, provided 14 days notice of withdrawal is given before course 
commencement. Where less than 14 days notice is given a cancellation fee of $100.00 may be charged. (This 
cancellation fee may be waived is a valid reason is given with supporting evidence. EG doctor’s certificate) 
Discounts on course fees may be given to clients by applying to the Manager of STT stating their reasons. This is 
normally restricted to recipients of a range of Commonwealth benefits, those enrolled in a publicly funded program, 
students in receipt of Newstart or Youth allowances and those experiencing extreme financial hardship. Other full time 
students (secondary & tertiary) will be eligible for a minimum of a 30% discount on presentation of evidence.
